Early Alert - on May 14, next Second Sunday hike will explore trails at Potomac
Shores. We will see where new boardwalk/bridge across Powell’s Creek will be built,
using $9 million in 2019 bond funding.

Prince William County Department of Parks, Recreation and Tourism (DPRT) has
already advertised the contract to design/build Powell's Creek crossing as part of the
Potomac Heritage National Scenic Trail:

The project will develop a "world-class” signature water crossing over Powell's Creek
and shared use trail to connect Leesylvania State Park and Powell's Landing Park to
DPRT trails on the south side of the creek in the Potomac Shores community of Prince
William County... The goal is to create a unique pedestrian water crossing opportunity
for the PHNST as well as a signature feature connecting a state and county park.
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NOVA Bicycle/Pedestrian Network Study

Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) is establishing a Working Group of
northern Virginia jurisdictions, agencies, and bicycle/pedestrian community
representatives to provide inputs, review, and feedback to the study NOVA
Bicycle/Pedestrian Network Study over the next year.

The study will compile and map identified locality bicycle and pedestrian infrastructure
needs in northern Virginia, then develop planning level cost estimate ranges for
completing that regional network.
