From Potomac News on July 25:
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How Two Men Led the Andrew Leitch Park Clean-Up Initiative
Two dedicated mountain bikers have made it their mission to build out a trail at Andrew Leitch
Park.

Jason Williams and Rich Wilson became fast friends when they started riding in the same areas
and found one another on a fitness app, which fueled their competitive spirits to break one
another’s records.

Both had been riding at Andrew Leitch for years and separately thought of ways to expand and
clean up the trail. As volunteers with Mid-Atlantic Off-Road Enthusiasts (MORE) — a nonprofit of
local DMV mountain bikers that aims to increase access to natural surface trails — the two
realized they could get this project off the ground.

Williams and Wilson helped clean up and build the trail at Locust Shade Park in Triangle. It took a
few years to get the Andrew Leitch project started, but after an event with Keep Prince William
Beautiful, the project really started.

“While we were walking through the woods, we discovered so much trash that we were shocked,”
Wilson said. “Apparently, residents had just been dumping back there instead of taking things to
the dump.”

According to Wilson, work is never done on the trail, but it is already being enjoyed by residents
and neighbors alike.

¢ The county’s contractor for the Doves Landing Master Plan, Dewberry, has started design
work. At Doves Landing, the Preserve at Long Branch developer still needs to build a fair-
weather crossing to extend the trail to Sinclair Mill.

¢ Inform is working on the Powell’'s Creek Crossing.

e The $325,000 Federal Lands Access Program (FLAP) grant is funding the contractor ATS
now to identify the best choice(s) for closing three gaps in the Potomac Heritage National
Scenic Trail (PHNST).

e Foursquare ITP has completed the Yorkshire TLC Grant Report.

Also, there is a new dashboard to track parks-related capital improvement projects. The
Department of Parks and Recreation is currently managing a heavy workload of about 80 projects,
including the Powell’s Creek Crossing and Featherstone National Wildlife Refuge segment of the
Potomac Heritage National Scenic Trail.

Data from the NHTS indicates that youth (people under 16 years old) are walking and biking less than in the past. There were significant drops in the percentage
of both walking and biking trips by youth.

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How E-Bikes Won Over Europe (Bloomberg, July 2). “In virtually all of the countries where
e-bikes are a majority of bike sales, governments have offered financial assistance for
purchases.”

Vosper: E-bikes step up in a down market (Bicycle Retailer, March 11) “...e-bikes are
steadily gaining market share, from an insignificant 2% in 2016 to more than 18% of pedal-
only bike sales in 2023.”

Transportation Benefits and Costs of Reducing Lane Widths on Urban and Rural
Arterials (Utah DOT Research & Innovation Division) “Lower-speed roads also tend to
have 11-foot lanes, or even 10-foot lanes in certain cases. In roadways with higher truck
volumes, AADT, and average speed, lane width is mainly set at 12 feet.” NOTE: The VDOT
Subdivision Street Guide calls for a minimum 12’ road width at page B(1)-7, but lane
width is narrower than road width.

Electric scooter and e-bike injuries have soared since 2017, study says
(Smart Cities Dive, July 29) “Injuries among e-bike riders doubled every year from 2017 to
2022 while e-scooter injuries rose 45% annually in that same period...”

History Of Hiking: Surprisingly A Relatively Recent Leisure Activity (Wilderness
Times, July 11, 2023) “...hiking began around the latter half of the 18th century in Europe...
As cities grew larger, busier, and dirtier, it wasn’t long before people grew tired of living in
overpopulated and polluted places. In such an environment, a walk in nature actually
seemed like the perfect recreational activity.”
