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What’s in the FY23 Prince William Budget for
trails?

As expected, the Capital Improvements Program (CIP) for the FY23-28 budget
includes $20 million for the Neabsco Greenway, Occoquan Greenway, and
Powells Creek Boardwalk (Potomac Heritage National Scenic Trail). Voters had
approved the funding in a 2019 bond issue.

Not clear yet is whether the Board of County Supervisors will support trails
development with any funding other than the 2019 bond issue. The CIP will be
discussed at the February 8 meeting of county supervisors. If you think now is
the time for trails, changes to the budget are possible until final adoption,
scheduled on April 26.
