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What’s Happening

» The Virginia Bicycling Federation has a summary of the extraordinary $93 million
of trails funding in the state budget. Check out A Historic Investment in Virginia
Trails! Key elected officials from our area who led budget negotiations include
Senators George Barker and David Marsden (who is chair of Senate
Transportation Committee), and Delegate David Bulova (co-chair of the Outdoor
Recreation Caucus).

+ The new budget will create a statewide trails office, coordinating “mobility” trail
projects of the Department of Transportation (VDOT) with recreational trails of
the Department of Conservation and Recreation (DCR). DCR has a Greenways
and Trails Toolbox, and check out VDOT’s Bicycle and Pedestrian Treatments
for increasing safety.

e Until August 15, you can fill out the 2022 Virginia Outdoors Survey and highlight
the significance of trails. The survey will guide development of the 2023 Virginia
Outdoors Plan and future state funding for recreation projects.

» Manassas is seeking public input on the Sudley Road Sidewalk between Mathis
Ave. and Grant Ave, the Godwin Trail (North) trail between between Wellington
and Sudley roads, and the Dumfries Road Bike Facilities Project. A full list of
transportation projects is available for review.

» Mobility with bikes, beyond just recreation, could look very different as e-bikes
become popular. Check out The Past, Present, and Future of Electric Bicycling.
