The Prince William Department of Transportation modified the original design,
responding after public comment highlighted the safety risks in the original proposal.

Change order added $4 million and extended completion date of project by three
months.

Recent implementation of a bike line on Stonewall Road and
a road diet for Grant Avenue has spurred discussion, and City Council will
discuss Bicycle Network Implementation Policy at its July 18 meeting.
