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And in other news...
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Transportation Planning Board is considering On-Road GHG Reduction Goals and
Strategies today. Number 2 on the list is “Increase Walk/Bike modes of travel -
Complete the TPB’s National Capital Trail Network by 2030.”

NOTE: Greater Prince William Trails Coalition is designed to support existing
organizations that are our members. We enhance their ability to recruit individual
members and implement projects, so you will see our member organizations reporting
on cleanups, trail development projects, etc.

Prince William County Sustainability Commission meets next on June 23. They are
preparing a Community Energy and Sustainability Master Plan that will identify how to
reduce greenhouse gas emissions to 50% of the 2005 level by 2030. Since vehicle
emissions are the largest source of emissions, a better bike/pedestrian infrastructure -
and budget estimates for building it - could be a key step in the action plan.

The Greater Washington Partnership just issued a Regional Blueprint for Inclusive
Growth, updating the 2018 Blueprint for Regional Mobility. A trails network is a case
study in their “pillar” of creating a High-Performing and Accessible Transportation &
Digital Infrastructure.
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
